College Application Checklist
Congratulations!  You have made it to your senior year and are ready to apply to college.  Here are a few reminders when you complete your college applications:

· Pay attention to details!

· NEVER write on a college application in pencil.  Always use black or blue ink.
· WRITE NEATLY!  This is your first impression to an admissions officer.

· If you write a personal statement, make sure it is word processed with correct spelling, punctuation, and grammar.  You are trying to prove to the admissions officers that you are prepared for college.
· Make sure you sign your application.

· Fill out applications online if you can.  Most colleges and universities are working to eliminate as much paper processing as possible.  Applications are usually more accurate that way as well.  Some schools will even waive application fees for online applications.

· APPLY EARLY!  Not only will that lower your stress to be done with your college applications, but it gives you a better chance of admission and qualification for scholarships.

· Most Michigan schools have rolling admissions, which means that they close admissions when they reach the number of Freshmen they can admit.

· Many schools have scholarship competitions that require you to visit campus on a certain date in the fall.  Apply early to qualify for such scholarships

· Print the “counselor page” or “transcript request form” or “high school form” and bring it in to Mrs. DeMorrow in the guidance office.

· Give us at least 1 week for processing.

· We will send a transcript and test scores

· There is no cost for the first transcript request; $5 per transcript after that.

· Don’t wait for a better test score.  If the test score is the only reason you would be rejected, the school will specifically ask for a new score.  
· The computers in the front of the guidance office are available before school, after school, and at lunch.  Please use them if you feel more comfortable having counselors around to help.

· If you qualify for free or reduced lunch, many colleges will waive your application fee.  See your guidance counselor if you need a fee waiver.
